
THE WORK OF A NOTARY
In Jersey, as well as in England and Wales, Notaries are largely concerned with the verification of documents and information that will be used in other countries of the world for clients who have businesses or property overseas or who are involved in litigation in foreign courts.

Notaries form an independent branch of the legal profession.  Their practice as Notaries is quite separate from their practice in any other profession or business and it is not controlled by the rules affecting other lawyers.
FEES

Most Notaries follow the advice of The Notaries Society and charge fees based mainly on the amount of time that is needed to do the work.  They may charge more if the work has to be done out of normal hours, if it requires specialist skills or it involves a matter of unusual complexity.

At present, the hourly rate for time where a document fee is not already set should be £150.00 with a recommended minimum of £40.00

In addition to his own fees the Notary may need to charge out of pocket expenses for legalisation fees, translators or advisors on foreign law, travel and postal expenses.

ESTIMATES

Clients are well advised to agree a fee in advance of giving instructions whenever this is possible but the Notary may not always be able to say exactly how much time will be needed to complete a document or translation.
It will always be helpful if, when making an appointment, clients can indicate whether the Notary will be asked to prepare documents or merely verify documents which have already been prepared in the proper form.  It should not be assumed that all Notaries will or should charge the same amount for the same work.

Any serious complaint about a fee may be referred to the Notaries’ Society for resolution on an informal basis.
